     NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Common Council of the City of Madison, Indiana that City of Madison Code of Ordinances Chapter 72 be amended as follows:

     72.01 (d)

          No bicycle, roller skates, roller blade, skateboard or similar devises be ridden or propelled on any sidewalk between Elm Street and Walnut Street on Main Street, nor shall any aforementioned devises be ridden or propelled in the Broadway Fountain Park.
