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Stormwater Program Details
The City’s stormwater program addresses six (6) required minimum control measures (MCMs).  Implementation of the 6 MCMs is designed to prevent pollution of stormwater generated in the City with each rainfall or snow melt.  These MCMs include:
· MCM 1 – Public Education and Outreach

· MCM 2 – Public Participation and Involvement

· MCM 3 – Illicit Discharge Detection and Elimination

· MCM 4 – Construction Site Stormwater Runoff Control

· MCM 5 – Post-Construction Stormwater Runoff Control

· MCM 6 – Pollution Prevention and Good Housekeeping
MCM 1.  Public Education and Outreach

The goal of the Public Education and Outreach Minimum Control Measure (MCM #1) is to inform workers, facilities and citizens about the water quality impacts of polluted stormwater runoff and ways that they can minimize their impact on stormwater quality.  Activities under this MCM include:

· A stormwater brochure entitled After the Storm: A Citizen’s Guide to Understanding Stormwater that addresses ways that everyone can impact water quality. Copies are available at the library, or by downloading here.
· Working with students and staff of Hanover College to develop and implement a public education / public survey program for Madison.

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MCM 2.  Public Participation and Involvement
The goal of the Public Participation and Involvement Minimum Control Measure (MCM #2) is to provide an opportunity for citizens and other stakeholders within the City to participate in the development and implementation of the stormwater program. Activities under this MCM include:

· Public presentations about stormwater quality in the City.  Presentations on the stormwater program were made at the 6/20/06 and 8/15/06 City Council meetings.  If you would like to schedule a stormwater presentation for your group, please contact the City Engineer at 265-8312. 
· Children’s education programs, including annual presentations to fifth-graders at M.W. Anderson, Eggleston and E.O. Muncie Elementary Schools.

· Encouraging the recycling of household hazardous wastes (HHW), which includes paints, cleaners, solvents and other chemicals that are unsafe for disposal by other means.  In Madison, HHW is recycled by the Southeastern Indiana Solid Waste District (www.siswd.org). 
· A storm drain marking program in which volunteers place durable stickers on storm drains. These stickers remind everyone that anything that enters that drain flows to nearby streams untreated. Click here to volunteer for future marking efforts! (mailto: utilitymanager@Madison-IN.gov)
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MCM 3.  Illicit Discharge Detection and Elimination

The goal of the Illicit Discharge Detection and Elimination Minimum Control Measures (MCM #3) is to develop and implement an enforceable strategy to detect and eliminate illicit discharges to the stormwater conveyance system, including swales, ditches, channels and pipes that transport stormwater from residences, businesses and industries to an outfall point.  Illicit discharges are defined as illegal dumping and non-stormwater discharges that have not been exempted.  For example, exemptions have been granted for lawn watering and firefighting.  

The City is working to identify and eliminate illicit discharges by mapping portions of the stormwater system (conveyance and outfalls) each year.  Mapping will be completed in 2009.  As the mapping is conducted, stormwater outfalls are screened for flows that occur during dry weather.  Since stormwater outfalls should only have flows during wet weather, dry weather flow screening provides a valuable tool to identify illicit discharges.  When outfalls that have dry-weather flows are identified, the City investigates and eliminates any illicit discharges that are found.

MCM 4.  Construction Site Stormwater Runoff Control

The goal of the Construction Site Stormwater Runoff Minimum Control Measure (MCM #4) is to implement, manage and enforce the erosion and sediment control program for construction activities that disturb more than one (1) acre of land within the City’s MS4 area.  Construction activities that disturb less than one (1) acre of land that are part of a larger development or plan that will ultimately disturb one or more acres are also regulated.  Typically a suite of Best Management Practices (BMPs) are used to prevent stormwater pollution and minimize runoff from construction sites. The following documents are available for download:

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MCM 5.  Post-Construction Stormwater Runoff Control

The goal of the Post-Construction Stormwater Runoff Minimum Control Measure (MCM #5) is to provide for long-term storm water quality for discharges from new development and redevelopment.  The following documents are available for download:

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MCM 6.  Pollution Prevention and Good Housekeeping

The goal of the Pollution Prevention and Good Housekeeping Minimum Control Measure (MCM #6) is to address stormwater discharges from City property and activities.  Key activities include street sweeping, repair and replacement of stormwater infrastructure, and management of de-icing materials.
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
