Todd shared insights
into the origins of the Madison Music Movement and its mission to enhance the city's cultural vibrancy through
music.

Mayor’'s comments: The final meeting of the year is set for Tuesday, December 17, 2024, and will include a review
of the year's highlights along with an ARPA update, as 2024 is a critical year for obligating those funds. Thank you to



the Parks and Street Departments for the successful rollout of the Light Up Merry Madison event last week and to
everyone involved in the excellent home tours. The annual Christmas Parade will take place on Saturday, December
7, on Main Street. The city is working to fill 12 to 15 board appointments, including many reappointments. The
Mayor will also meet with the Southern Indiana Regional Development Authority to continue work on the 2024
READI 2.0 grant initiative for Destination Madison Planning. Additionally, the city has seen recent success in grant
applications, being awarded two out of the three applied for, totaling approximately $800,000. These funds will be
used for East End Traffic Calming and upgrades to intersections on Main Street, marking significant progress for the
community. The Jefferson County Jail, with planning and support from the City of Madison and Jefferson County, has
implemented the JCAP program, funded by a $750,000 grant from the Bethany Legacy Foundation, to support
inmates in overcoming drug addiction.

All Madison Riverfront District Renewal Permit applications will be under review by the
Economic Development Department, the Mayor, and City Council of the City of Madison.

If the renewal application is approved the Mayor will give the applicant a signed letter to that
effect.

The applicant is responsible for contacting the City Planner, City Building Inspector and/or the
City Zoning Board, to mutually identify any information, that is not applicable, needed for
following City Ordinances and Permit Process. The applicant is required to provide any other
information requested by the City of Madison, and the Economic Development Department, to
demonstrate compliance, with the requirements of the Riverfront District Permit.

Restaurants receiving one, two, or three-way licenses, within the District, will be required to sell
a minimum of $200,000 in gross food sales, for the first two years, and $275,000 for the third
year and beyond. The restaurant must be open a minimum of 240 days per year.

Cultural experience venues receiving one, two or three-way licenses within the District will be
required to have a minimum performance capacity of 125 people and must adhere to the state
minimum of food requirement under, 905 IAC 1-20-1, under the authority of IC 7.1-3-20-9.

As part of the yearly license renewal, applicants will have to demonstrate that these requirements
have been met at the location for which the license has been granted, in addition to the
requirements of the City of Madison application process.

Permits are not transferable, not portable within or without the district and any renewals are
subject to compliance, with the terms of these local rules, and any agreement negotiated with the
City of Madison. The permits shall not be pledged as collateral, or subject to any lien, judgment,
property settlement agreement, or third-party claim.

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Draw for FIFA’s revamped Club World Cup coming

GENEVA — Soccer’s big-
gest ever global club tour-
nament is coming to the
United States next year and
the 32-team group stage
was to be drawn Thursday.

European powers Real
Madrid and Manchester
City, Lionel Messi’s Inter
Miami, recently crowned
South American champi-
on Botafogo and top clubs
from Asia, Africa and Oce-
ania are among the teams
who are in the draw for
FIFA’s revamped Club
World Cup.

The tournament, which
used to be played annual-
ly in December, will take
place in 11 U.S. cities from
June 15 to July 13 in an
expanded format with 32
teams instead of the previ-
ous seven. Going forward
the Club World Cup will be
played every four years —
just like the World Cup for
national teams, which will
be co-hosted by the U.S,,
Mexico and Canada in
2026.

Here’s what to know
about the Club World Cup
draw, which was scheduled
for 1 p.m. on Thursday in
Miami.

WHAT IS THE

CLUB WORLD CUP?

FIFA and its presidents
have long coveted a prime
piece of club soccer content.

The 2025 Club World Cup
is FIFA’'s most ambitious
project, creating a month-
long tournament in a mid-
June to mid-July slot his-
torically used by the men’s
World Cup, which draws the
biggest audiences in global
sports.

The new club competi-
tion uses the traditional
32-team format used by
the World Cup from 1998
to 2022. Eight round-robin
groups of four teams each,
and the top two advance to
a knockout bracket of 16.

In allocating 32 entries,
FIFA tried to balance get-
ting the best and most
watchable teams with giv-
ing all the world a chance
to compete and develop.

Europe got 12 places,
South America six, while
Africa, Asia and North
America got four each.
One place went to Oceania
and one to the host nation
that should change for
each edition.

Teams qualified by
winning their continental
championship from 2021
through 2024, or rank-
ing highly with consis-
tent results across those
four seasons. Countries
are capped at two entries
unless more won titles. Bra-
zil will send four different
Copa Libertadores winners
and Mexico three cham-
pions of the CONCACAF
region. The other North
American champion was
Seattle Sounders.

WHO WILL PLAY?
Storied and wealthy
European names are in:

Real Madrid, Manchester
City, Bayern Munich, Inter
Milan and Paris Saint-Ger-
main. The current leaders
of most of Europe’s stron-
gest leagues miss out: Liv-
erpool, Barcelona, Napoli
and Sporting Lisbon.

Salzburg earned the last
European entry last season
based on FIFA’s ranking
system though it can hard-
ly be considered among
Europe’s top clubs: it’s
currently 32nd in the new
36-team Champions League
standings.

Argentina’s big two
clubs, River Plate and Boca
Juniors, are in. The Brazil-
ian and Mexican entries
include, respectively, Flu-
minense and Pachuca,
both currently 16th in their
national league standings.

Africa’s entries include Al
Ahly of Egypt — three times
champion of Africa in the last
four years — and Mamelodi
Sundowns of South Africa,
which is owned by FIFA vice
president Patrice Motsepe.

Saudi Arabia sends
Al-Hilal, the 2021 champi-
on of Asia, which won the
domestic league last season
despite losing Neymar to a
long-term injury.

Wilber said there have been
instances where an employ-
ee Jost childcare and sought to
worlc a different shift but “then
we don't have an opening on that
shift, and we lose a good per-
son because they go to another
business because they couldn’t
work that shift. It wasn't hecause
they didn't ke us, it's because
it's just 2 matter of childeare, and
that’s happened several times

.. I would say it's the number
one reason why we lose peo-
ple. There are many times it's
because of childcare because
they need to be home with their
kids.”

Shannon Allman, MCS director
of human resources and finance,
agreed with Wilber, noting that
even though “recruitment is
huge, retention is even bigger
because we spend a whole lot of
money on retraining and redoing,
and every time we lose a good
staff member, we're losing the
time they've developed relation-
ships with our students, spent
time in the classroom .., Being
able to keep those employees is
$0 important.”

Dr. Holly Robinson, a certified
pediatrician, said early child-
care is vital in the development
of young lives. “When you don't
address things early, it's really
hard to make a change,” she said.
“When you try to invest later, it
just doesn't work. We know the
uphill battles that we fight in the
education system when we try
start at 5, it's way too late. This
is just amazing” that the school
corporation is considering a
childcare center. “There is ample
data” to support that. “High quali-
ty childcare pays dividends,” said
Kobinson, citing higher gradua-
tion rates and higher educational
attainment. “It pays off immedi-

ately in the community for those
parents” in the heabhy devel
opment of the child and “and
then down the road for sociely
because we don't have to invest
whether it's our jails or societal
supports, it just continues to pay.”
